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Mauritius situated in the Indian Ocean is
positioning itself as the ideal hub to tap into
Africa. The secure investment climate, the
conductive business environment, political
stability, transparent regulation, high value-
addition, robust infrastructure and the
efficient financial ecosystem that prevails,
contribute in making Mauritius a destination
of choice for business.
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- The news from distant Mauritius is
rare on the Russian television. We are sure
that most of our readers know little on the
Mauritius economy current development.

What do you think, which industries
undergo the most active development?
What is the economic powerhouse?

— Strategically located in the middle of
the Indian Ocean, Mauritius has over the
years successfully transformed itself as an
ideal platform for trade and investment
between the rest of the world and Africa.
Mauritius has forged its way to become
an established, resilient and innovative
economy which has one of the highest per
capita income in Africa. In 1968, during
our independence period, the per capita
income was estimated from USD 400 and,
today by crafting a sustained and strong
economic development strategy our per

capita income is around USD 10,000.

Mauritius has gradually rise from
a monocrop dependent economy on
sugarcane as the main source of earnings in
the 1960’s to propel itself as well diversified
and multi - pillar economy.

Today, Mauritius aspires to graduate
to a high-income economy with the
Government promoting a knowledge-
based and innovation - driven economy
whilst stimulating a competitive investment
climate, sound and flourishing business
ecosystem.

As such, the Government of Mauritius
is gearing up all efforts to broaden the
economic base by consolidating traditional
sectors and attracting investment in new

productive sectors. Also, we are moving
up the value chain in well-established areas
while tapping into opportunities in the
services sector.

In this context, our strategy is based on
fostering new emerging segments such
as FinTech, block chain, medical devices,
education, high-precision engineering,
smart cities, ocean economy and the
creative industry, building on the capacities
that we have already developed.

It also noteworthy that, over the last
five years, our FDI inflows have amounted
around MUR 90 billion in diverse economic
sectors. Key economic pillars such as
the real estate activities, construction,
manufacturing and professional services
are significant generator of FDI inflows.
However, we are also seeing more and
more investment in other sectors of the

economy which would provide more direct
and lasting contribution to the Mauritian
economy. At this point, the EDB was
created to give some coherence to our trade
and investment promotion strategy and
to ensure long term sustainability of our
economic policies.

- Not long ago, there appeared the
information that the Mauritius authorities
intend to move away from an economy
based on tourism, textiles and sugar, and
move to an economy that will provide the
main budget revenues through offshore
banking, business outsourcing and elite
real estate. Will such a transition have
influence on the relations of our countries?

Are there any suggestions how many
Russian businessmen will be attracted with
such industries?

Mauritius and Russia have established
diplomatic ties in 1968, which is
underpinned by cooperation in the fields
of education and technical areas of science.
Russia is a global leader in numerous fronts,
and Mauritius is committed to strengthen
the strategy of Russia into Africa. FDI
from Russia amounted to USD 3.9 million
in 2017 while Imports from Russia stood at
USD 11.4 million while exports amounted
to USD 2.1 million. The top three import
commodities were precious/semi-precious
stones, petroleum gases and Vodka whereas
main exports from Mauritius to Russia were
Tuna, Special Sugar and T-shirts.

In addition to this, there is several
opportunities for Russian businessmen to

tap in. As we are broadening our economic
base to further accelerate growth in our
services segment, various opportunities in
the ICT/BPO, financial services and real
estate segment has been added in our value
propositions.

For instance, to structure investments in
Africa, we have set up services such as global
treasury activities, global headquarters
administration, overseas family offices,
asset management, investment banking,
among other auxiliary services.

Moreover,  Mauritius as  thriving
economic powerhouse, offers the adequate
infrastructural capital withamodern seaport
and airport, good internet connectivity,
and sophisticated road network to ensure



that goods, services and people move
easily into the continent. Mauritius is also
recognised by international organisations
for continuous improvement in its doing
business regime. Indexes where Mauritius
occupies the leading position in the Sub-
Saharan African region include inter alia
the World Bank Ease of Doing Business
Index, World Economic Forum’s Global
Competitiveness Index; and Mo Ibrahim
Index of African Governance. These
endorsements are essential factors which
appeal to Russian businessmen to invest in
Mauritius.

As such, the EDB will pursue its
commitment to collaborate and facilitate
potential ~ Russian  companies  who
are interested to tap into investment
opportunities in Mauritius as well as in
Africa.

- If to look for the benefits for doing
business in Mauritius on the Internet, one
can notice that all they are represented
mainly by a large number of tax benefits.
What else can be attributed to the main
advantages for doing business in this
country? What benefits are especially
interesting for foreign entrepreneurs?

While Mauritius is recognized globally
as one of the best in terms of tax efficiency,
ranked 6th in the world by the World Bank,
the advantages that Mauritius have to offer
go well beyond tax benefits. Mauritius has
one of the best business environments in the
world and is ranked as number one in the
African region by numerous international
organizations. As per the World Bank’s
Doing Business Report 2019, Mauritius
is ranked at the 20th position out of 190
countries in the world for its ease of doing
business and 1st in Africa. Our institutional
and legal frameworks are designed to be
investment friendly

The principles underlying our legislations
are based on transparency, accountability
and predictability with defined processes
and time standards. Our jurisdiction is
one of the best when it comes to protecting
shareholders’ interests. Mauritius is also

signatory to a plethora of international
conventions for the protection of investors.
The legal system in Mauritius is very
pro-investors in terms of protection and
assurance. The court system and alternative
dispute settlement mechanisms through
arbitration, provide further protection for
investor’s rights.

Furthermore, in terms of political
stability, good governance and economic
democracy, Mauritius remains unmatched
in the region. The above is complemented
with a Skilled and bilingual (English/
French) workforce, convenient time zone
(GMT +4). Mauritius is a member of
regional economic blocs such as the African
Union, COMESA, SADC and the Indian
Ocean Rim, representing a significant
market with no trade barriers. Mauritius
also enjoys preferential market access to
several export destination through a wide
network of trade agreements notably with
the European Union and the USA.

The World Bank ranks Mauritius 15th in
the world for its ease to obtain a construction
permit, which is applied and received via an
online system called the National Electronic
Licensing System (NELS).

With respect to foreign investors and
professionals, Mauritius has a very opened
environment. Government has put in
place the Occupation Permit for fast track
applications by non-citizens to invest, work,

and line in Mauritius; with clearly defined
rules and eligibility criteria. Applications
can be made online and Occupation
Permits are given for a period of 3 years
with possibility to renew. Subsequently,
non-citizens can also obtain permanent
residency for a period of 10 years. They
are also eligible to acquire property in
Mauritius under prescribed conditions.
A complete eco-system is put in place to
position the country as a destination of
choice for investors.

Mauritius, through the Economic
Development Board, is also expanding
its network across the continent through
MoU’s with African Investment Promotion
Agencies (IPAs) and positioning Economic
Counsellors in selected capitals on the
continent.

As a member of regional economic blocs
such as the Southern African Development
Community (SADC) and Common
Market for Eastern and Southern Africa
(COMESA) and as member of the African
Union (AU), Mauritius is constantly playing
an active role in enhancing and fostering
diplomatic and economic cooperation
within African countries. This cooperation
is followed by the landmark Africa Growth
and Opportunity Act (AGOA) which gives
to manufacturers preferential access to
the US market. More recently, to further
boost intra-regional African trade and
investment, Mauritius supported the
Tripartite Agreement between SADC,
COMESA and the EAC. Mauritius was
also among the 44 countries out of the 55
Member States of the African Union to have
signed the Continental Free Trade Area
(CFTA). Furthermore, to promote trade on
the continent, the Government of Mauritius
introduced a series of schemes.

Many of Africas economies are at
a crossroad, with an unprecedented
opportunity ~ for  sustained  growth,
structural  change, and  accelerated
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development. Mauritius has already
embarked on this journey and its success
is often cited as a sterling example of
economic transformation by international
institutions. Undoubtedly, Mauritius has
all the attributes to support the growth and
development of the continent and leverage
its geostrategic position to drive investment
into Africa. Mauritius must ride on the crest
of the wave of opportunities to infuse a new
vibrancy in the development of Africa that
will ultimately derive intrinsic economic
benefits to the country.

Today, Mauritius stands as one of the
leading states in the African region in
terms of ease of doing business, good
governance, innovation, economic freedom
and environmental performance.

With  the Government initiating
numerous incentives to help upgrading the
robust digital ecosystem, Mauritius provides
ample opportunities for businesses to set up
operations in the country and access new
markets in Africa and internationally.

INTERACTION.

During this event Sergey Katyrin met with
Mohamed Zaki El Sewedy, President of the
Federation of Egyptian Industries (FEI). The
head of the RF CCI noted that strengthening
trade and economic cooperation, search for
new areas of business cooperation and the
development of inter-chamber interaction
were the main goals of the delegation.

Mohamed Zaki El Sewedy announced
that the established in 1947 federation was
one of the largest employers’ associations in
Egypt, it included 19 industrial chambers
and represented the interests of more than
60 thousand industrial enterprises and more
than 7 million workers.

The parties noted the dynamic
development in recent years of trade and
economic cooperation between Russia and
Egypt (in 2014, the sales turnover amounted
to 5.5 billion dollars, and in 2018 - 7.7 billion
dollars. Russian exports amounted to 7.1
billion dollars, imports amounted to 526.4
million dollars). There were discussed new
horizons and better prospects for the further
development of bilateral cooperation in a
number of sectors, which appeared as a result
of the implementation of ambitious national
projects in Egypt, such as the construction of
El Dabaa Nuclear Power Plant, the creation of
the Russian Industrial Zone in the Economic
Zone of the Suez Canal, etc.

Sergey Katyrin underlined that in such
a way, prospects for wider interaction,
including small and medium-sized business
of the two countries appear. He spoke
about the RF CCI system, the work of the
Chamber on business support, assistance
to foreign companies coming to Russia
with investments, and support for Russian
entrepreneurs, entering the foreign market.

The parties discussed the development
of cooperation between the CCI of Russia
and the FEI with a focus, in particular,
on the congress and exhibition activities,
information exchange and exchange of
delegations.

From the Russian side the meeting was
also attended by the leaders of several regional

chambers: Ivan Razuvaev (CCI of the Nizhny
Novgorod region), Timur Khakimov (CCI
of the Republic of Bashkortostan), Nikolai
Prisyazhnyuk (CCI of the Rostov region). On
the Egyptian side, the meeting was attended
by the chairman of the Egyptian-Russian
Business Council, Sahara Talaat Mostafa.

RUSSIAN BUSINESS COUNTS ON
COLLABORATION WITH AFRICAN
COLLEAGUES

Within the framework of the international
exhibition Big Industrial Week, which took
place in Cairo (Egypt), the African Industrial
Forum, under the title “Africa: The Advanced
Production Territory” was held. The RF CCI
delegation participated in its plenary session.

President of the RF CCI Sergey Katyrin
spoke at the plenary session.

Russian business highly appreciates
cooperation with African countries. He
underlined that this cooperation is based
on a solid ground of time-tested relations.
Nowadays the forum is aimed at the
active development of trade, economic
and investment relations of Russian
business representatives with colleagues
from countries of the continent. This is a
significant event, which opens a new page in
cooperation, says Sergey Katyrin.

The particular attention here should be
paid to Arab Republic of Egypt, a strategic
partner of Russia. This is a country where
new horizons and potential for joint work in
various sectors of the economy opens up for
Russian entrepreneurs.

The possibility of joint implementation
of such large investment projects has an
important multiplier effect. They create good
opportunities for national industry, and there
are also prospects for small and medium sized
business, which is of the utmost importance
for the RF CCI.

Over the past two years, there can be
noticed an increase of the interest of African
business community in Russia and in
establishing contacts with the RF CCI. This

year is remarkable for the notable events.
The forum “Russia-the Arab world: a time of
action for acommon future” was held with the
participation of representative delegations of
entrepreneurs from Algeria, Saudi Arabia, as
well as from Morocco, Egypt, Libya, Yemen.
The bilateral economic forums were held as
part of the official visits of the presidents of
Zimbabwe, Angola, and Mozambique. Great
expectations were associated with the holding
of a summit and the Russia-Africa Economic
Forum in Sochi on October 23-24. President
of the RF CCI was assured: this significant
event would give a powerful impetus to the
development of economic relations.

Sergey Katyrin reminded that the Russian
system of chambers of commerce today provides
a wide range of services for foreign business -
search for partners, certification of goods and
services, examination, arbitration, consulting,
protection of intellectual property, etc. He
emphasized the active participation in the forum
of the Russian-Egyptian Business Council.
Business councils for cooperation with Angola,
Zimbabwe, Nigeria, and South Africa take an
important place in the RF CCI system.

Regions in Russia have serious potential
for the development of foreign economic
activities. Therefore, the forum is attended
by leaders and entrepreneurs from territorial
chambers of commerce and industry
interested in establishing cooperation
with African business. President of the
RF CCI concluded that Russia counts on
collaboration, expanding the partnership and
new opportunities of work with the business
community of the African continent.

THE FIRST ONE, BUT NOT THE LAST
ONE: THE MEETING OF PRESIDENT
OF THE RF CCI WITH THE HEAD OF
THE EGYPTIAN-RUSSIAN BUSINESS
COUNCIL TOOK PLACE IN CAIRO

President of the RF CCI Sergey Katyrin
met in Cairo with Sahar Talaat Mostafa, the
Chairman of the Egyptian-Russian Business
Council.
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OFFICIALLY
The meeting was attended by Mikhail
Orlov, the Chairman of the Russian-

Egyptian Business Council, and the heads
of chambers of commerce and industry
of three Russian regions with developed
international trade and economic relations
and interested in cooperation with Egyptian
business - Ivan Razuvaev (CCI of the Nizhny
Novgorod Region), Timur Khakimov (CCI
of the Republic of Bashkortostan), Nikolai
Prisyazhnyuk (CCI of the Rostov Region).
Egyptian business was represented by
outstanding businessmen, members of
the Egyptian-Russian Business Council,
interested in the Russian market, many of
whom already have experience of working
with Russian entrepreneurs.

This was the first meeting of the kind,
but, as its participants announced, they plan
to meet regularly to successfully resolve
issues of interaction between Russian and
Egyptian businesses.

Sergey Katyrin and Sahar Talaat Mostafa
exchanged views on the development of
Russian-Egyptian business interaction and
emphasized their readiness for further
development of business contacts.

Speaking about the CCI system of the
Russian Federation, Sergey Katyrin focused
on the work of the Chamber in supporting
Russian entrepreneurs entering the foreign
market, and on assisting foreign companies

contributing to Russia. Business councils
working under the aegis of the RF CCI
are of a great role, including, of course,
the Russian-Egyptian business council.
The Head of the Chamber invited Sahara
Talaat Mostafa to the II Forum of Family
Entrepreneurs organized by the RF CCI,
which will be held in Moscow.

There was a frank exchange of views on
the status and prospects of Russian-Egyptian
business relations. The parties noted
dissatisfaction with the current Russian-
Egyptian trade turnover, since the potential
had been only partially used. In this regard,
the meeting participants focused on the
need to develop regional cooperation. The
leaders of the Russian territorial CClIs
spoke about their regions, having presented
their economic potential. The information
was highly interesting for Egypt, thus
missions of Egyptian businessmen were
announced to be prepared for the regions
of Bashkortostan, Nizhny Novgorod and
Rostov.

The Russian participants of the meeting
emphasized the need to establish a reliable
information exchange, since accurate
information is the most important condition
for the business cooperation development.
The parties agreed on the intensification of
cooperation between business councils and
inter-chamber cooperation. Participation in

exhibitions is another important channel. It
is also necessary to unite efforts and jointly
intensify work within the framework of the
Inter-Legal Commission.

The participants also discussed a number
of other issues of mutual interest.

MEETING AT THE FEDERATION
OF EGYPTIAN CHAMBERS
OF COMMERCE

President of the CCI of the Russian
Federation Sergey Katyrin in Cairo met
with Mohamed el Masry, Vice President of
the FEDCOC.

There was an exchange of information
on the activities of the Chambers, topical
issues of deepening trade and economic
cooperation between Russia and Egypt with
the support of the CCI. The parties made a
special mention of the wide field for activity
for Egyptian business in Russia and for
Russian business in Egypt.

For example, Egypt opens new horizons
for further development of bilateral
cooperation in a number of sectors, which
appeared as a result of the implementation
of ambitious national projects: the
construction of the Al-Dabaa Nuclear
Power Plant, the creation of a Russian
industrial zone in the Economic Zone of the
Suez Canal, the modernization of railway

infrastructure, accomplished with the
Russian participation.

The participants of the meeting stressed
that the exchange of current business
information, participation in exhibitions,
business meetings and other events, as well
as work in the regions of the two countries
would certainly contribute to Russian-
Egyptian cooperation, the development of
the national Egyptian economy and would
allow to enter new markets together. And at
the same time, there emerged new prospects
for small and medium-sized business, in
which the Chamber of Commerce and
Industry of the Russian Federation was
extremely interested.

Taking into account the partnership
nature of the relations between the CCI
of Russia and FETP, further cooperation
should be built up, using the available
resources of the two organizations - this was
the key-note of the meeting.

The meeting between Sergey Katyrin,
President of the Chamber of Commerce and
Industry of Russian Federation and Svetlana
Zubova, Chargé d’ Affaires of the Embassy of
the Russian Federation in Egypt took place.
A number of issues of mutual interest were
discussed. Sergey Katyrin spoke on the work
already done by the delegation of the RF
CCI in Cairo and on the clearly expressed
interest of Egyptian entrepreneurship to
deepen cooperation with Russian business.

S alus Group conducts

entrepreneurial activities in
the field of projects and initiatives.
An integrated approach is the main
method of the company. Salus
Group successfully cooperates with
such organizations as: Chambers
of Commerce, financial and
banking organizations, higher
education institutions, countries
and EAEU members. Egor Ivankov,
CEO of Salus Group, spoke about
the problems of the integrated
development of territories, the
administration of commodity-
financial flows, and also the solutions
to these problems.

- One of your projects is the integrated development of territories.
What models did you propose to realize this project?

- At present, a lot of theoretical research has been written on the topic
of the integrated approach to the development of territories, in which the
final goals are prescribed, rather than the algorithm of actions with a long-
term and sustainable strategy.

In 2015, we launched a pilot project to integrate small and medium-
sized enterprises into a single exchange system, we managed to apply the
model of consolidation of commodity and cash flows and demonstrate
their management mechanisms. Also, we were able to show what economic
effects this consolidation provides, and at what volume a break-even point
is formed. Up to this point, such a model did not exist, due to the fact
that it is a private initiative that does not provide for government support
measures. Then, as an economic entity and CEO, I felt the entire fiscal
burden, but due to the fact that I was open to the system, we received an
act of work performed during a desk audit for the active period of the
organization’s activity in 2017. Thanks to this approach, when not waiting
for the regulatory framework, but working with a specific task that was
formed by the Eurasian Economic Union, we showed how these models
can be integrated into the existing system without distorting the current
legislation. At the same time, this model can develop dynamically, adapt
to changes, or be the initiator of these changes. As the CEO, I have been
actively involved in discussions, round tables, commissions and chambers

of commerce and industry, financial and
banking associations, and I also have the
opportunity to promote certain projects,
products, or put forward some kind of
initiatives. The objective of these activities
is the formation of public and expert
opinion.

- Are there non-standard approaches to
solving the problems of ongoing projects?

- The use of a non-standard approach in
the implementation of a project is the case
when we are not talking about a formed
regulatory framework, but about when a
specific task actually exists, but there is
no technical task for it. The technical task
is to carry out development work in one
direction or another, after which a hearing
with experts takes place, and the final stage
is the formation of a legislative initiative.
The problem of a cycle starting with a
task and ending with implementation
can be delayed for years, which is a too
long period. First of all, this is due to the
formation of a large number of tasks and
the lack of research activities, development
work, hearings. In this situation, I promote
models and solutions of these problems
and tasks.

- What problems of the integrated
development of territories exist today,
and what models can help in solving these
problems?

- An integrated development of
territories is a “burning” problem today.
And the budget laid down in national
projects, budget items, the money that
actually is or will be, is a scarce amount
of funds allocated for the implementation
of such kind of grants, programs for the
integrated development of territories.
Today, in all regions and large megacities,
the wear of the housing system, on average,
ranges from 60 to 100%, which indicates a
serious deterioration of the infrastructure.
There are 2 ways to systematize and
regulate these structures - creating a
new structure or “repairing” an existing
system. Construction of a new housing
and communal services structure is a more
cost-effective solution than permanent
repairs. Given the insufficiency of the
financial flow of the state budget, itbecomes
necessary to attract additional financial
resources from the interventionists.
However, the guarantee of the repayment
of their capital is very important for any
interventionist. Since crushing into small
concessions takes place in existing models
of territorial development, the actual result
will be a debt hole for any region. In this
connection, the budget burden becomes
more tangible. To solve this problem, we
offer our own model, which allows us not
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to immerse the region in debt, but due to
the consolidation of cash flow and tasks, to
create a company — an operator that bears
some responsibility, including risks, but
gets the opportunity to consolidate various
sources of financing, which will be the
percentage of funds in national projects,
development programs of single-industry
towns. Thus, a consortium is created where
the roles of all participants are set, the area
of responsibility and responsibilities is
demarcated, and there are also operator
companies that consolidate both the
budget and risks. If a legal entity receives
a stable cash flow, this can simplify the
receipt of additional financing from
private investors to one degree or another.
If there is a need to structure a project,
invest in some object, then this is a project
with a large number of investments and a
long repayment period, but the return on
capital will be guaranteed. This is exactly
the situation where you can choose not the
way of government bonds and loans, but
immediately sell the shares of the finished
enterprise. Subject to a subsequent
reduction in deposit rates, those wishing to
invest in a particular product already buy
shares that provide guaranteed dividend
income. This model allows you to return
most of the investments to investors.
However, the system can develop steadily
only under the condition of a single control
center. We, as a group of companies,
position this model as a service, as
consulting, which can be compared with
treasury support. A large amount of human
resources involved is an equally important
problem. Moreover, it is important both in
the short and long term. To implement a
large-scale complex strategy, it is necessary
to form in advance the personnel potential
in the region where this model is being
implemented. If you entrust the writing
of the program of integrated development
of territories to one body, then this will be
more of a profanation of the process. Since
this entails the need not only to conduct
an examination, but also provides for the
formation of a decision. The administration
of this or that region should not play out
the concept of integrated development
of the region, however, it can split it into
smaller subconcepts. Thus, each body will
be given the opportunity to do the applied
task. It also allows differentiating the area
of responsibility and proportionally asking
from the acting bodies.

I met a lot of misunderstanding when
implementing this model. However, it
is quite real and brings good results.
Naturally, as with other models of project
implementation, certain difficulties arise
during the work, as they say: “Through the
forest, but with a compass.”

“Itisinthereal sector that the concentration
of high-tech and knowledge-based
competencies takes place. The mechanism
of interstate programs has already been
launched for the research intensification.
“Further development and deepening of
the industrial cooperation, increasing
the localization of operating enterprises
is possible within the framework of asset
consolidation and the creation of Eurasian
transnational companies;,” said Alexander
Subbotin, Member of the Board — Minister
in charge of Industry and Agriculture of the
Eurasian Economic Commission (EEC).
Representatives of the ECE and the business
community discussed with the heads of the
relevant ministries of the Kyrgyz Republic
the use of these tools on the example of the
ongoing projects.

Thus, the Eurasian technological platform
“Energy and Electrification” has introduced
an initiative on the new interstate program
“Efficiency and Reliability Increase of the
Energy Facilities in the EAEU Member
States”, which will significantly escalate the
efficiency of the electricity sector through
the transition to intelligent energetics.

Another promising project is an interstate
program  developed by the Eurasian
Agricultural  Technology Platform. The
program will allow introducing a new system
for organizing beef cattle husbandry and
sheep breeding, by using microelectronics of
information and space technologies, robotic
systems, and modern technological equipment.

The development of projects aimed at
import substitution is of particular importance
in the framework of the EAEU countries

cooperation. In particular, this relates to
the production of modified starches. While
processioning of the own raw materials source,
the Union countries cover their domestic
demand for this product by more than 70%
due to imports. The scientific communities of
Belarus, Kazakhstan and Russia have already
agreed to work collectively towards developing
the technologies for the production of high-
quality and safe raw materials.

Another example of successful cooperation
between the countries of the Eurasian Economic
Union is the interstate program in the field
of remote sensing of the Earth, which has
received the approval of the space departments
of the EAEU member states. The program draft
envisages the creation of a satellite of the future,
the production of which will be provided with
the latest digital technologies.

PRAGMATIC AND USEFUL -
expert opinion on the results
of the Eurasian Week

he international exhibition forum Eurasian Week — 2019 ended in Bishkek. More than
2 thousand people participated in the event, including representatives of the Eurasian
Economic Commission and businessmen from all countries of the Union.
The EEC Minister, Advisor to the Prime Minister of the Kyrgyz Republic and political
expert summed up the results of this significant international event.



OFFICIAL POINT OF VIEW

Viktor Nazarenko, Minister in charge of Technical Regulation
of the Eurasian Economic Commission, noted that the forum in
Bishkek was fruitful and very eventful.

He stressed that the commission raised very important issues,
including in the areas of technical regulation, standardization, state
control, consumer protection in the Eurasian Economic Union
(EAEU).

“The creation of an effective system for protecting the domestic
market of the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) from unsafe
products is one of the key tasks of the EEC and the member states.
The measures that the EEC proposes together with the countries of
the Union, the regulatory legal acts that we adopt form conditions for
effective development of a single market for quality and safe goods and
services. Our main goal is to further strengthen the economies of the
Union states, create comfortable conditions for business and increase
the well-being of citizens of our countries;” the minister said.

INTIMATE GLIMPSE

Advisor to the Prime Minister of the Kyrgyz Republic,
economist Kubat Rakhimov believes that the forum in Bishkek was
fundamentally different from previous events in Astana and Yerevan.

According to him, transparency and willingness to listen to each
other has become a hallmark of the forum in Bishkek.

“It has become obvious that our businessmen cannot yet fully
reach the single market of the EAEU, and the point is not that
Kyrgyzstan has nothing to offer. We do not have elementary financial
and technological literacy. We should not wait for the manna from
heaven from the union - it’s time to adopt the rules of the game and
work within the framework of the general law, eliminating dishonest
attempts,” the economist explained.

SUCCESS FORMULA

Political expert Mars Sariev noted that the forum was rather
successful and effective. “I liked the organization with a kind of
engineering, practical approach, and conducting business games
for young participants showed that the new formats for events of
this level are quite acceptable and interesting. It is very important
that not only positive aspects were voiced at the forum, but also
constructive criticism. This says that Kyrgyzstan needs to draw
the right conclusions and continue to work on integration into the
EAEU, said Mr. Sariev.

According to him, the results of the anniversary forum can be
considered a continuation of support from Russia.

“During the visit of President Vladimir Putin, there were many
requests from Russian businessmen for cooperation in the framework

of the EAEU, and many problem areas were revealed. According
to the results of the forum, it can be said that some decisions and
contracts will help Kyrgyzstan find and occupy its niche in the EAEU.
I think, we need to develop our own strategy for the development
of entrepreneurship, which will allow us not to dissolve in the large
Union market, but to find unique solutions in business,” said Mr.
Sariev.

STEADY MOVEMENT WITHOUT SENSATIONS

The head of the Eurasian Analytical Club, Nikita Mendkovich,
believes that in strategic terms the forum itself does not bring
anything new.

“The holding of such meetings speaks of the progressive
development in all areas of cooperation within the framework
of the EAEU, and primarily in the areas of economy, trade and
the humanitarian field. This event has not brought something
fundamentally new, because a rather large volume of initiatives
and proposals have been accumulated both through the integration
union, and within the framework of bilateral relations of the EAEU
countries;,” Mr. Mendkovich said.

According to him, the forum is part of the systematic work of the
cooperation process.

“Dialogue at the level of experts, entrepreneurs and government
agencies is needed for a substantive search for formats of interaction
between countries. Such work does not create sensations, but it is
an indicator of real, mutually beneficial projects in the areas of
production and trade,” the political expert said.

ONE SOLUTION
FOR THE SET
OF TASKS

Whom to entrust the creation of corporate TV at the enterprise and what its
value for business RBC gets known in the interview with Maria Suvorovskaya,
CEO of the BUSINESS DIALOGUE MEDIA publishing and communication group, a

corporate TV expert.

When our video production department
received applications for the first corporate
television channels, we were surprised.
Why did everyone all of a sudden get
interested in this method of internal
communication and decide to put it into
practice? And who is responsible for it: HR
or PR? Back in the 80os of the last century,
foreign enterprises actively used cable
infrastructure in work with personnel for
information and promotion of corporate
culture and company values. In the
current context of digitalization, there
are many new tools that allow a company
to conduct an internal dialogue. But, as
it turned out to be, not every innovation
is better than conservative methods. It is
obvious that corporate newspapers are
slowly giving way to web portals. But it is
practically unrealistic to get the employees
of the production area to a web portal. A
management team gives PR department a
task to upgrade a newspaper and gives HR
department a task to find ways to achieve
active communication with staff. And not
always these two departments are aware
that the solution of these problems lies in
creating a corporate television channel,
which allows to fulfill several important
business needs at once. First of all, it

systematically generates content- text,
video, infographics, photos - about life of
a company. This is a definite advantage for
PR. Secondly, it is a fast, convenient and,
thanks to visualization, understandable
format for transmitting information to
the team. And this is indispensable for the
HR department, which in this case does
not need to come up with fantastic ways
to attract workers to the portal. As a rule
screens, which broadcast corporate TV, are
displayed in public halls, at checkpoints,
in recreation areas, at the reception.
Even three screens are enough to
provide informing. The Italian equipment
manufacturing plant, with which we have
been cooperating for a long time, came
up with several interesting cases that are
useful for many enterprises. On the screens
of the company we broadcast not only
news, stories about ouremployees, reports,
announcements on successful projects
and achievements, but also, for example,
we have introduced the Italian Lesson
section under the title “Like Celentano”. It is
extremely popularand loved. Such asection
for us is not only a crown jewel of the air,
but a concrete benefit - it adds variety to
the serious content that can be difficult for
perception of the audience. We need some

positive to attract attention. It may be a
demonstration of the countries where the
manufactured products are exported - a
kind of small trip, holiday greetings and
answers to the questions from employees,
which come through special feedback
boxes. Large motor vehicle production
plant - also our partner - focuses on social
policy, informing employees about support
programs, career growth and personal
development in the company. Household
appliance production has chosen a different
theme for corporate TV - occupational
safety videos. Thisis exactly the story of HR.
We all understand that it shows meaningful
return on investment. Labour protection
movies with game elements can prevent
unpleasant situations that entail financial
expenses of the enterprise, for example,
for the treatment of an employee. Dozens
of implemented and operating corporate
television channels prove that such TV is a
double weapon. The direction it would be
more targeted to - either HR or PR - could
be solved exclusively by the leaders of these
areas of the company and the resource
development strategy chosen by the upper
management.

M4-DON:

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- Mr. Sardaryan, you decided to present
your project at Eurasian Week in Bishkek,
where you will have your own booth. What
will this participation give you?

- We want to present the park, show its
strengths to partners, potential residents
and investors. This is a huge project, both
in terms of size — 1640 thousand square
meters, cost — 35 billion rubles, and in terms
of the scale of the tasks — we want to use it to
speed up and increase the exchange of goods
from all EAEU member states. A wholesale
distribution center (WDC) with an area of
500 thousand square meters will be built on
the territory of the park, which will give an
impetus to the integration of entrepreneurs
in the agricultural sector of all members of
the union.

Today the park is a prepared site, which
is already waiting for residents. We are
negotiating with different companies that
are interested in our format, and we want as
many people as possible to learn about the
park.

- What strengths of your project will
you focus on, given that there are several
industrial parks in the Voronezh region?
What conditions do you offer clients and
their business?

- First, the park has a very convenient
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geographical location, because the M4-
Don highway serves as a “bridge” between
all members of the EAEU. For example,
if Armenian entrepreneurs want to ship
something to Belarus, they do it in the
shortest and most convenient way — through
Voronezh. And the situation is the same
with goods from other countries that are
members of the union. Second, of course, the
availability of developed communications
is of great importance. The plot is flat,
convenient, prepared for construction,
there is an asphalt road, issues with gas and

sewage treatment plants have been resolved,
and electricity will also be available soon.
Residents, large and small companies, which
will buy or rent space, will receive significant
preferences, for example, subsidies and tax
breaks from the state and the region during
the construction of their facilities and the
first few years of doing business.

Also, I would like to add that we plan to
create a network of similar parks in other
EAEU member countries, so it will be
convenient for residents to establish business
relations with colleagues from abroad. Our
own information system will allow the
exchange of data in order to minimize the
time and financial costs of finding customers,
transactions or receiving support.

In addition, unlike colleagues from other
parks, to whom I wish every success, we
deliberately went into a narrow specialization
for agricultural enterprises. That is, in those
parks there are different types of industry
- chemical, construction, furniture, a lot of
things, but we focus on agriculture. One way
or another, our residents should be associated
with the production and processing of
agricultural products, food industry.

When we started this project, the
fundamental social idea was to give people
natural products of good quality that one
can safely buy in a store. We consider this
extremely important for public health.
Therefore, we will have our own laboratory,
and the products will undergo certification
and strict control from the ground to the
counter. We plan to organize all this on the
basis of the scientific and educational center
(SEC), which will become one of the points
of attraction of the park.

- Can you tell us more about this center?

- You probably noticed the word
“innovative” in the name of the park. This
was done deliberately so that residents
understand: we must always work on
advanced technologies. If we want to achieve
results and be interesting for other countries,
then we are simply obliged to combine
science and production on one site.

Therefore, we invited the leading
universities of the region to participate in the
project and signed preliminary cooperation
agreements with some of them. At our
site, we will jointly create a new generation
scientific and educational center. The SEC
will provide a wide range of educational
and advisory services, hold seminars on the
cultivation and production of agricultural
products. We will do everything so that
agricultural producers have the opportunity
to gain access to the latest knowledge in
the industry. The mission of the SEC is to
contribute to the efficient production of
goods for a healthy diet, including through
the competent management of economic
activities on the ground.
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— Is the park being built with budgetary
or private funds? When will it start to work
with maximum performance? And when
will the work of the SEC and the WDC be
launched?

— The park is private, and we allocated
money for its creation. Now for the
implementation of individual projects at
the park, we are negotiating with investors,
including some of the leading banks of the
Russian Federation.

Three years were spent on analysis,
project development and preparation for its
implementation. The construction itself will
begin with the construction of the WDC
facilities, which is scheduled for spring 2020.
In parallel, we will work with agricultural
producers in the region.

As for the SEC, we are now in search of
partners, weare negotiating with Swiss, Dutch
and Austrian institutes and universities: they
are interested in cooperating with us. If we
succeed, our center will be international.

- Do you have any agreements with the
EAELU, other organizations and agencies?

- We have a constant dialogue with the
Eurasian Economic Commission, exchange
information, and receive support from it
on some issues. In April, we talked about
this topic in the Ministry of Agriculture of
Armenia, we are negotiating with Kyrgyzstan
and other countries.

We do not do wide advertising because the
project is specialized. However, over the past
year alone, we presented the park project at
the interstate business forum in Singapore, as
well as in European countries: Switzerland, the
Czech Republic, Belgium, the Netherlands, etc.
We also held a number of meetings in foreign
embassies, and everywhere our presentation
aroused keen interest and support. First of
all, the project is supported, of course, in
Russia. We work closely with the relevant
federal ministries and the government of the
Voronezh region. A state working group has
been created to support the implementation of
the project, so we are able to solve all arising
problems quickly.

- Did you involve research institutions to
develop the concept of the park?

- We are members of the Association
“Technology Platform “Technologies of the
food and processing industry of the agro-
industrial complex - healthy food products.”
We have expert opinions from several large
Russian universities. They analyzed our
project and gave it an assessment. The texts
of these conclusions will be published in the
public domain so that potential investors can
familiarize themselves with them.

- Are there any analogues of your park in
Russia or abroad?

- As far as I know, there are no direct
analogues.

- What is the role of the M4-Don Park for
economic development?

- It is important for the development of
the agricultural sector both in Russia and
in all EAEU countries. The opportunity
for entrepreneurs to conduct business in
good conditions will give an impetus to
all manufacturers to work for the market.
In Armenia, for example, they are looking
forward to new opportunities to sell their
products in all EAEU markets. After the
collapse of the USSR, this union represents a
new balanced approach to cooperation. There
is no doubt that in the future other countries
will also join this young economic alliance. If
they contribute to its development, everyone
will eventually win. Our platform will help
active interested entrepreneurs find each
other, communicate and cooperate, which
will certainly increase the competitiveness of
their products.

- Will it reduce the costs of entrepreneurs,
for example, in search of markets?

- I'm sure that yes. People will support
each other, open production facilities, and
consult in order not to make mistakes.
The world is changing rapidly, and what
has been done today has actually become
yesterday. We must work, be more active
in order to develop. Our park project
includes product certification, as I said.
When it is implemented, we will be able
to convey to our foreign partners that
products manufactured in Russia comply
with international standards and can be
exported. Then, probably, it will be possible
to establish sales in all regions of the
world. Of course, for certification, it will be
necessary to bring our national standards
and those of other countries into line.

And although all this is very difficult, it
is possible and necessary to work on it. I
believe that the future is in our hands, you
only need to make an effort to achieve the
desired result. We will do so — and we will
succeed.
